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Year 1 Newsletter – Term 5


Welcome to term 5! We have a lovely term lined up and it should be extremely fun. 

History- The Royal family
We are continuing our history Unit of the Royal family and the impact they have on the United Kingdom. We will be learning about Queen Eliabeth ll and King Charles lll. We will focus on the royal residences and where they are in the UK compared to our school. We will explore family trees and compare them with our own. We will write a letter to the King explaining our understanding of the charities, events, and people the Royal family support. We will revisit the Queen and King’s coronation and use drama to consolidate our understanding of these events. 

Spelling and Reading
This term we will be recapping all our Phase 3 and 5a sounds.  We will be continuing with Phase 5c and move onto Phase 5b mastery towards the end of term.  Phonics will be taught every day and there will be 4 sessions of scaffolded read a week. Our scaffolded reading lessons will be looking to improve fluency and comprehensions skills.

Grammar, Punctuation, Spelling and Writing
This term we will be continuing to focus on finger spaces, full stops, capital letters and trying to sequence sentences together. We will be focusing on our handwriting and how we present our writing on the line.
The text that we shall explore is called ‘The Emerald Forest’. We shall be writing an innovated version of the story with a short setting description. We will also be discussing why it is important to protect forests. We will be using story mapping and actions to support our learning. Our grammar focus will be to use the ‘er’ and ‘est’ suffix as well as the personal pronoun ‘I’. We will also be recapping our plurals by adding ‘s’ and ‘es’. At the end of the unit, we will edit and review our work. Towards the end of term we will be writing a recount on our trip to the SS Great Britain.

Maths
In Maths this term we will finish our measurement unit of mass and capacity. We will then move onto multiplication and division. We will be counting in 2s, 5s and 10s. We will be using arrays, making, and recognising equal groups, doubling numbers and sharing to show equal groups. We will then finish the term with a focus on position and direction where we will describe turns, look at position and ordinal numbers. We will be using measuring jugs, balancing scales, and Sports day to solve problems related to measurement and geometry.  

Science
This term we will be learning about animals including humans. We shall be classifying animals by their features and structures. We will look closely at what different animals eat and the scientific vocabulary we use to classify them. We will also be looking at the human body and what the structure of our body looks like compared to other animals. We will be using images, making models, using our senses and record our understanding into charts and diagrams. We will be making observations of animals and explaining our understanding of patterns we find. We will also be making simple predictions and observing over time. 

PE
This term Year 1 will be doing PE on a Thursday and a Friday. Please ensure your child has joggers/shorts and a jumper as they will need to wear their PE kit all day. Friday’s lesson will be Athletics. We will be focusing on our physical skills, coordination, reactions, and agility on Thursdays with a sport’s coach. We will be building up to Sport’s Day at the end of term. 

Music, Computing and Jigsaw
In Music will be making soundscapes for a forest. Our Jigsaw focus will be ‘Relationships’ where we will discuss how to be kind, understand different relationships we have with people and discuss the importance of maintaining friendships. In computing we will be recognising common uses of technology outside of school. 

Homework
Your child will bring home two reading books each week. One book will related to their phonetical understanding and one pleasure for reading book. Books will be changed on a Wednesday. Homework will be sent out each week on a Friday which will be related to their phonics focus and Year 1 spelling list as well as a Maths task.
