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Year 2 Newsletter – Term 5

Welcome back to school for Term 5. I hope everyone had a restful Easter break.

History 
The First Man on the Moon
Following our learning about the life of Neil Armstrong, we will begin to learn more about the Apollo 11 Mission and the recent Artemis Mission to the Moon. We will think about why Neil Armstrong remains such an important historical figure and how he is remembered today.

Spelling and Reading
This term, we will continue with our whole class reading lessons and our class novel will be ‘The Magic Faraway Tree’. In Spelling, we will be looking at the -ful, -less, -ment, -ness and -ly suffixes and focusing on writing the Year 2 common exception words correctly.

Writing and Grammar
This term we will be revising everything we have learned so far in Year 2. This will include different sentence types, using commas in a list, apostrophes, conjunctions and how we can use adjectives and adverbs to describe exactly what we want to say. Our class texts will be ‘Alfie’s Star’ and ‘Laika’. 

Maths
In Maths this term we will be revisiting addition and subtraction before moving on to learning how to tell the time. In Year 2 we learn o’clock, half past, quarter past, quarter to and telling the time to the nearest five minutes.

Science
This term we will continue our learning about plants. We will be looking at how plants disperse their seeds. We will also be trying to grow plants we can eat.

Design and Technology
This term we will be learning how to use pivots, levers, wheels and axles to design our own moon rover with a scoop to scoop up moon rocks.

PE
This term Year 2 will be learning athletics skills on a Wednesday afternoon, and sending and receiving skills every Thursday morning. Please ensure your child has joggers and a jumper as they will need to wear their PE kit all day. 

RE
In RE we will be focusing on Christianity and Judaism. We will learn about the Bible and the Torah and why these sacred books are important in Christianity and Judaism.

Jigsaw
This term our unit is around becoming a more independent learner. We will explore ways to try and solve problems with our friends and how to give feedback to others about their learning.

Computing
This term we will be learning how to use a stop motion animation app. We will be creating short animations using a range of resources.


Homework
Your child will bring home two reading books each week. One book will be their school reading book and the second will be a book for you to share with your child. Books will be changed on a Monday. 
Spellings will be set each week on a Monday. In line with our school homework policy, I will be sending home a Number Sense activity for maths. Please use any of the links below to find additional learning resources your child may want to look at.
