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Year 3 Newsletter – Term 5

Dear Parents,

Term 5 has got off to an exciting start and the next half will be equally busy - full of learning and fun. 

English: This term, in English, the children will be writing an alternative ending for a book called ‘The Barnabus project’. They will practise writing character descriptions of their own monsters to be the main characters in their stories. We will then use the book to write non chronological reports about different mythical creatures. 

Maths: This term we will be learning about fractions, money and then learn to tell the time. Any help at home with telling the time is greatly appreciated. During our ‘Solve 6’ time we will continue to revisit addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.

History: This term we will continue to learn about Ancient Egypt. During this unit, we will look at the lives of ordinary people in Ancient Egypt and compare them to the lives of the Pharaohs. We will look at the importance of the River Nile and explore the Ancient Egyptian belief of an afterlife. Later in the unit, we will study the discovery of Tutankhamun and learn about the many artefacts found in his tomb. We will become historians when looking at artefacts and sources to interpret what they tell us about life in Ancient Egypt.

Science: Our topic for this term is ‘Plants’. We will be investigating what plants need to grow, what the various parts of a flowering plant are and what their functions are. We will be planting our own cress plants during this unit and carefully observing their growth.

Jigsaw: Our focus this term is ‘Relationships’ where we will be thinking about all the relationships in our lives and how they might change.

Reading and Spelling: Thank you for your support with your child’s reading. Most of your child’s reading in school will be through whole class reading, so it is really important to listen to your child read at home as often as possible. You child should aim to read at least four times a week for 10 minutes each time. 
Your child can change their book as soon as they have finished. Your child will be set a new list of spellings each week. 

In the following subjects we will be studying:
Computing – Presenting data in charts and graphs.
RE – What do different people believe about God?
DT - Sewing (Running stich)
French – animals
