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Year 4 Newsletter – Term 5

We hope you’ve had a lovely break over Easter and that the children are now refreshed and ready for another busy and exciting term!

Topics for this term: 
In English, our class text ‘Planet Omar’ will be the inspiration for our creative writing this term. We will be planning and writing our own rescue story, using setting descriptions, paragraphs and dialogue.  We will be applying skills learned in grammar lessons including using prepositions, conjunctions, fronted adverbials and possessive apostrophes. We will also be writing a set of instructions.

In Maths, we will spend the first two weeks on decimals before moving onto money.  Later in the term, we will be practising telling the time to 5-minute intervals and solving problems involving 12 and 24-hour time.

Y4 Multiplication check 

There is the statutory Year 4 multiplication check which will take place in school around 8th June. The purpose of the check is to determine whether your child can fluently recall their times tables up to 12 X 12, which is essential for future success in mathematics. It will also help us to identify if your child may need additional support. 

In History, we will be learning about the Romans which follows on nicely from our learning about the Ancient Greeks. We will also be visiting Roman Baths in Bath. This trip is due to take place on Wednesday 20th May. 

As part of our exciting exploration of Ancient Rome this term, we’re thrilled to introduce an optional homework project that will engage the children creatively while deepening their understanding of Roman soldiers and their equipment. The task is to design and create their very own Roman shield. Shields were essential for the protection of Roman soldiers in battle, and they often decorated them with unique designs that represented their identity or significant aspects of their lives. In Science we hope to be outside in the better weather to investigate our local environment for our unit ‘Living things and their habitats’.  In our R.E we will be learning about key beliefs in the Hindu faith, and how these are expressed in thoughts and actions.

Our Jigsaw topic is ‘Relationships’ where we will be thinking about all the relationships in our lives and how they might change. Please note that in this unit we will be discussing how people feel when they lose someone or thing they love. Please do let us know if your child may have experienced loss and may find this difficult. 

In French, our topic this term is ‘En classe’, when we will be learning vocabulary linked to school.

P.E kit: 
The children continue to have P.E on Tuesday and Thursday this term.  

Homework: 
Homework in Year 4 is reading, spelling and times tables. On Fridays, a sheet with the week’s spellings will be sent home. Spelling patterns will be checked in children’s writing throughout the week and multiplication tables will be tested daily.
