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Year 5 Newsletter – April 2026

Dear Parents,

Welcome back! We hope you had a lovely Easter break and that the children are feeling refreshed and ready for another exciting term ahead.

In Maths, we will be focusing on geometry. This includes learning how to measure and draw angles accurately, working with coordinates, and exploring symmetry and shape. We will continue to build fluency and confidence alongside problem-solving and reasoning skills.

In English this term, our learning is inspired by the short film The Lighthouse. The children will be developing their fiction writing, focusing on creating atmosphere, character and using dialogue effectively to both show character and move the action forward.
In non-fiction, we will be linking our writing to our history topic by creating a non-chronological report about the Maya civilisation, applying key features such as formal tone, clear organisation and subject-specific vocabulary.

History - Our topic this term is the Maya civilisation. We will be exploring who the Maya were, where they lived, and what they are known for, including their achievements and way of life.

Science – Our unit for this term is Living Things and their Habitats.  During the course of the term, we will be looking at how plants reproduce and studying and comparing the different lifecycles of various animals

Computing – This term we will be focusing on augmented reality and how we use those techniques in various aspects of life like: society, education and the future. 

Jigsaw – Our Jigsaw topic this term is Relationships. The children will explore different types of relationships, how to build positive connections, and how to manage and understand their emotions.

French - In French, our topic is The Olympics. The children will learn key vocabulary and phrases linked to sports and the Olympic Games.


P.E:
The children have P.E on Thursdays and Fridays this term. Children should come to school wearing their school PE kit on these days. This consists of a white T-shirt, trainers, black shorts or joggers, and a black or school sweatshirt. As the weather gets warmer, please ensure children are prepared for outdoor activity by bringing a water bottle and wearing appropriate clothing, such as shorts and sun cream if needed.

Homework:
Times tables, spelling and reading will continue to be key focuses this term. We encourage children to practise their spellings at home ready for the Friday spelling test, use Times Tables Rock Stars regularly, and read at least four times a week to support their learning and fluency.
