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Year 6 Newsletter – Term 5


Welcome back.  I hope you have all had a fantastic Easter break. We have now entered the final terms of your child’s primary school experience. The children have worked so hard since September in class, and we are just about finished in preparation for SATs in a few weeks.

Topics for this term:

In Maths, we are revising some key themes including angles (applying these in context), 4 operations and reasoning questions. We will continue with arithmetic practise over the next few weeks including completing arithmetic tests. 

This term, in English, the children will be watching a flashback film ‘The Piano’ and then writing a war flashback which will include dialogue. Our final piece will be a recount – a letter as an evacuee during World War 2. 

Science this term will focus on Animals Including Humans.  We will focus on the circulatory system, diet, and exercise and how nutrients are transported through the body. 

The Art focus this term will be on 3D drawings. Here we will be experimenting with charcoal and will be building our own 3D model out building. 

Jigsaw this term focuses on relationships and important issues such as: What is Mental Health? Power and control, Being Online: Real or Fake? Safe or Unsafe? These will provide excellent discussion points, especially with transition to secondary school just around the corner.

In History, we will continue our topic World War 2. We will focus on continuity and change to life, particularly in relation to the Blitz and the Battle of Britain. We will also look at the cause and consequence of these events.
