Well, here we are, the last term of Year 2. I have really enjoyed my time teaching the class this year and I am thoroughly looking forward to an amazing last term with the children. 

Writing and Grammar
During this term, we will be ensuring that we are punctuating our sentences consistently and using adjectives, adverbs and conjunctions. We will be writing instructions about how to make a fruit salad face, writing a recount about our class trip to WWT Slimbridge and looking at the features of information pages. 
 
Maths
In Maths this term we will be revising everything we have learnt so far in KS1. In addition to this, we will be learning how to measure volume and capacity. We will learn about which standard measure is appropriate for different measuring tasks. We will also be revising the properties of 2d and 3d shapes and describing position and direction in different ways.

Science
This term we will be revising our learning about animals’ life cycles, food chains and their habitats.
We will also be exploring the school pond habitat to compare with what we find at WWT Slimbridge.







Music
We will be learning how to play the glockenspiels this term. We will be focusing on the notes e,c,d and f. 

Computing
This term we will continue our learning around stop motion animation. We will be 
animating the life cycle of an animal living in a pond habitat.

PE
This term Year 2 will be having athletics on a Wednesday afternoon and multi-skills on a Thursday afternoon. Please ensure your child has joggers and a jumper as they will need to wear their PE kit all day. Just a quick reminder that our school PE kit should consist of a white t shirt, black shorts or joggers, a black hoodie or jumper, and trainers.

Design and Technology
This term we will be learning food preparation skills. We will be learning how to chop and peel to make our own fruit salad faces. We will also be finishing our bookmarks using our newly developed sewing skills. 

JIGSAW
This term our focus is Changing Me. We will be learning about lifecycles in nature, how our abilities and bodies change as we grow and the scientific labels for all the different parts of our bodies. We will also be learning about similarities and differences in our families.

Homework
Your child will continue to bring home two reading books each week: one sharing book and one school reading book. Books will be changed on a Monday.
