Year 4 Term 6 Newsletter 2026
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We hope you have had a lovely half term break and that the children are now refreshed and ready for their last term in Year 4. This term we will be focusing on diversity. We will begin our term celebrating Good to be me - expressing individuality, interests and identity. The school is looking forward to hosting a Friendship Festival on 30th June. The day will also include a whole-school picnic on the field with music and fun activities. Further details and arrangements will be confirmed soon. In our Year 4 Diversity Unit, we will explore gender stereotypes by learning what stereotypes are and how they can affect people, why some toys and clothes are marketed differently, whether anyone can do any job, and how we can challenge stereotypes in our school and community.

English 
This term we will be reading “The Boy who biked the World” by A. Humphreys as stimulus to write in a range of genres. We will also be focusing on non-fiction and writing a guided on how to survive in the desert.  

In Maths, we will be covering shape, statistics and position and direction. We will also be taking part in the Y4 national Multiplication Tables Check in the first 2 weeks of term. 

Times Tables Rock Stars 
It is important that Year 4 children learn all their tables up to 12X12 by the end of the year, as this knowledge will greatly support their learning in maths as they move forward into Year 5. Please continue to use Times Tables Rock Stars (TTRS) as often as possible, this is a great way for the children to practise 






their tables at speed ready for the Multiplication Tables Check, which will take 
place week beginning 8th June. Here are a few tips for leaning times tables facts:

Our 5 Top Tips


1. Keep it positive, plan for success and celebrate what your child has got better at. 
2. Little and often – one session every weekday, if possible, even when they know them all. 
3. Always have the facts your child doesn’t know (or recently learnt facts) written out in front of them. 
4. Every time your child says a times table fact, make sure they say the whole fact out loud, not just the answer. 
5. Practise the one fact your child is learning lots of times throughout the day. You WILL notice your child’s recall improving. 

In Art we will be learning about the work of Vincent Van Gogh and sketching St Michael’s church in the style of Van Gogh’s ‘Church at Auvers’. We hope to visit St Michael’s Church on Monday 22nd June (AM). This trip will be weather dependent. If you are able to come along, please do let us know. 

In our R.E topic we will be learning about special milestones in Christian and Hindu people’s lives and how they are celebrated. Our Jigsaw topic is ‘Changing Me’ where we will be learning about how babies grow, how our bodies change inside and outside (including puberty) and family stereotypes.

This term in DT, our learning will be linked to our Romans topic. The children will be developing their sewing and stitching skills as they design and make their own Roman-style purses. They will explore different materials and techniques while creating a product inspired by life in Roman times.
We will also be using our knowledge of electric circuits to create a structure of a windmill. 

P.E. The children have P.E on Tuesday and Thursday this term. Children need to wear their school PE kits into school on these days.  School PE kit is a white T-shirt, trainers, black shorts or joggers and a black or school sweatshirt. Please ensure you child has a sun hat and sun cream, as we hope to do PE outside as much as possible.
