Dear Parents,

Welcome back! We hope you have had a lovely half-term break and that the children are refreshed and ready for their final term in Year 5. We have an exciting term ahead, with a focus on diversity, equality and using our voices to make a positive difference. As the children begin to look ahead to Year 6, we will also be encouraging greater independence, responsibility and confidence in preparation for the year ahead.

English
Our English learning this term will be centred around Malala's Magic Pencil. We will begin by exploring persuasive speeches, identifying the techniques that speakers use to influence and inspire an audience. The children will then plan, write and present their own persuasive speeches linked to themes of equality and education.

Later in the term, we will develop our biography writing skills by researching the life of Malala Yousafzai and writing a biography using formal language, parenthesis, relative clauses and cohesion across paragraphs. We will also write diary entries, exploring thoughts, feelings and experiences through first-person writing.

Maths
In Maths, we will continue to develop our understanding of decimals, including adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing decimal numbers. We will also explore negative numbers, convert between units of measurement and investigate volume and capacity. Throughout the term, we will continue to strengthen our arithmetic fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills through a range of practical and investigative activities.

DT -  This term, the children will explore construction through a pulley project. They will investigate how pulleys work, design and build a functional model, and 









take part in a Viking weaving afternoon inspired by traditional crafts.

Jigsaw - Our Jigsaw topic this term is Changing Me. The children will learn about growing up, puberty, relationships and the changes that occur as they move towards adolescence.

Music - This term, the children will learn and perform The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air, explore rhythm and percussion, and work collaboratively to create a music video.

Diversity - This term, our Diversity theme focuses on equality, standing up for a cause and making a positive difference. Linked to Malala's Magic Pencil, the children will explore inspirational changemakers and take part in a Year 5 debate competition.

P.E:
The children continue to have P.E on Thursdays and Fridays this term. Children should come to school wearing their school PE kit on these days. This consists of a white T-shirt, trainers, black shorts or joggers, and a black or school sweatshirt. As the weather gets warmer, please ensure children are prepared for outdoor activity by bringing a water bottle and wearing appropriate clothing, such as shorts and sun cream if needed.
