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Year 1 Newsletter – Term 6

Welcome to term 6! We have a lovely term lined up and it should be extremely fun. 

Diversity
We will be exploring the story ‘The most exciting Eid’ this term and we will be doing Music, DT, Art, RE and English units around the text. We will be learning about the festival of Eid, designing and making prayer mats, writing a diary entry as the main character called Safa. We will focus on key art and DT skills such as design, make and evaluate to structure our learning. We will be diving deeper into the religion of Islam, going on a virtual tour of a mosque and comparing places of worship. We will be producing a display for all families to come and see at the end of term of all our incredible learning. 

Spelling and Reading
This term we will be recapping all our sounds learnt from last year and using these sounds in our Guided reading sessions. We will be continuing with Phase 5c and will continue with this until the end of Year 1. Phonics will be taught every day and there will be 4 sessions of layered reading a week. 

Grammar, Punctuation, Spelling and Writing
This term we will be continuing to focus on finger spaces, full stops, capital letters and trying to sequence sentences together. We will be focusing on our handwriting and how we present our writing on the line. The texts that we shall explore are called ‘Arlo the lion who couldn’t sleep’ and ‘The most exciting Eid’. We shall be writing an innovated version of the story for Arlo the lion who couldn’t sleep and write a diary entry as Safa on what a day would look like for a Muslim during Eid. We will be using story mapping and actions to support our learning. Our grammar focus will be to using past and present tense and to use exclamation marks. We will be recapping on all our previous objectives to consolidate learning. At the end of each writing unit, we will edit and review our work.  

Maths
In Maths this term we will start with our fractions unit where we will be findings halves and quarters of shapes and quantities. We will then move onto Place value to 100, we will be partitioning into tens and ones and comparing numbers. We will finish the term with units on time and money. We will be recognising coins and notes and telling the time to the hour and half hour. We will also be learning about days, weeks, and months as well as hours, minutes and seconds.   

PE
This term Year 1 will be doing PE on a Thursday and Friday. Please ensure your child has joggers/shorts and a jumper as they will need to wear their PE kit all day. The lesson on Friday will focus on Cricket. We will be focusing on our health and fitness, ball skills and floorwork on Thursdays with a sport’s coach. 

Art, Computing and Jigsaw
In DT we will be starting our structures unit, we will make and evaluate our products, and our goal is making two free standing towers with a beam going across. Our Jigsaw focus will be ‘changing me’ where we will discuss bodies, learning and growing and how the body changes. In computing we will be creating content on computers and learning how to save information. Our art unit will be to research, design, make and evaluate a prayer mat. We will be looking at Islamic art patterns to spark ideas. For music we will be listening and performing to a song called “so many colours, so many shapes”. 

Homework
Your child will bring home two reading books each week. One book will relate to their phonetical understanding, and one will be a pleasure for reading book. Books will be changed on a Wednesday. Homework will be sent out each week on a Friday which will be related to their phonics focus and Year 1 spelling list as well as a Maths task. We will be taking the Phonics Screening check the second week back.
