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Year 3 Newsletter – Term 6

Dear Parents,

I hope you all had a restful half term break and are ready for our last term of year 3! This term we have a whole school focus on diversity. We will base all our foundation subjects on this theme. The school is looking forward to hosting a Friendship Festival on 30th June. The day will also include a whole-school picnic on the field with music and fun activities. Further details and arrangements will be confirmed soon.

English: This term, in English, the children will be building on the writing skills they have learnt in the previous terms. We will use an animation from the literacy shed called ‘the lighthouse’ to create out own stories and non fiction writing with a focus on using conjunction and adverbials.


Maths: This term we will be finishing our work on statistics before going back over some of the more tricky parts of the year three maths curriculum including measures and fractions. We will continue to practise the 2, 3, 4 and 5 times tables each day.

DT: This term we will be learning how to make a moving toy with a cam and follower mechanism.


Our Jigsaw topic is ‘Changing Me’ where we will be learning about how babies grow, how our bodies change inside and outside (including puberty) and family stereotypes.

Reading and Spelling: Thank you for your support with your child’s reading. Most of your child’s reading in school will be through whole class reading, so it is really important to listen to your child read at home as often as possible. You child should aim to read at least four times a week for 10 minutes each time. Your child can change their book as soon as they have finished. Your child will be set a new list of spellings each week. 

In the following subjects we will be studying:
Computing – Fixing bugs
RE – What do different people believe about God?
French – Ice creams and animals.

This term PE will be on a Monday afternoon and on a Wednesday afternoon. The children are to come to school in their PE kit on those days.
